1. Do you think ICANN is accountable to all stakeholders?  Can you identify a specific example(s) when ICANN did not act in an accountable or transparent manner?  Are ICANN’s accountability mechanisms robust and how could they be improved? Please elaborate, with examples where possible.

2. Do you think ICANN’s processes and decision making is transparent? Can you identify a specific example(s) when ICANN did not act in a transparent manner.  Are ICANN’s transparency mechanisms robust and how could they be improved?  Please elaborate, with examples where possible. 
3. What is your general assessment of ICANN's commitment to the interests of global Internet users?
4. What is your assessment of the ICANN Board of Directors’ governance with respect to the following factors:

· ongoing evaluation of Board performance, 

· the Board selection process, 

· the extent to which Board composition meets ICANN’s present and future needs , and
· whether an appeal mechanism for Board decisions is needed?

5. What is your assessment of the role of the GAC and its interaction with the Board? How would you view the role of the GAC within the overall ICANN process?
· What is your assessment of the interaction between the GAC and the Board?

· Should the GAC be viewed as the body best placed to advise the Board on what constitutes the "public interest" regarding the coordination of the DNS?
