A) Has publicly policy implications and the GAC will commence preparations to provide input on the issue to the PDP WG

B) May have public policy implications and the GAC will consider further whether to provide input on the issue to the PDP WG
C) Is unlikely to have public policy implications, but the GAC reserves the right to provide input on the issue to the PDP WG should it 

determine at a later stage that there are public policy implications
