PR-D??-R01 In 2015, the number of countries with comprehensive data protection laws surpassed those without data protection laws – for a total of 109 countries. Those adopting comprehensive data protection laws recently include: the Dominican Republic, Kazakhstan, South Africa, Mali, Cote d'Ivoire, Lesotho and Madagascar. Further, the pace continues as about 20 countries currently evaluate adoption.  

PR-D??-R02 “Countries without data privacy laws now in a minority.” “Future growth: Heading toward ubiquity.” “Global growth is likely to continue beyond 2020.

PR-D??-R03 Greenleaf's years of research are summarized in his finding that by the end of this decade the number of countries with data privacy laws, all of which have a strong ‘family resemblance,’ will be between 66% and 80% of all independent jurisdictions globally.
