Charter Chapeau:

This multistakeholder group has been convened to propose a Stewardship Transition Plan in consultation with the broad range of IANA stakeholders, including those communities representing the operational functions of IANA as well as those impacted by the operations of IANA.  The Group will follow established and transparent processes outlined further herein related to receiving inputs, circulating drafts, comment periods and decision-making/(consensus?) processes.

An essential objective of the group related to its stewardship transition plan is to maintain and support the operational functionality and stability of the Internet in respect of the related IANA functions throughout this process.  The main deliverable of the Group is a proposal to the U.S. Department of Commerce  National Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA) regarding the transition of NTIA’s stewardship of the IANA functions to the Internet community that: is supported by a rough consensus  across the broad range of IANA stakeholders, is workable and meets the criteria specified by NTIA.

Within the charter –

The coordination group has five main tasks:

· Act as liaison to the three communities of interest (names, numbers, protocols) including specifying the necessary and sufficient elements of a proposal related to essential elements of stewardship transition.

· Work with the broader communities of interest that are impacted by the functions of IANA to keep them informed of the process and solicit appropriate inputs to the process

· Assess the formal inputs of the  communities of interest for , compatibility and consensus

· Assemble a complete proposal for the transition 

· Information sharing and public communication
