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Apologies
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The WHOIS Review Team (RT) undertook the following:
1. Agenda Adopted
2. Law Enforcement

The Review Team discussed a potential meeting with law enforcement experts in Singapore and a discussion ensued as the best way to reach out to law enforcement.  Alternatives include: working through (SL), the (LE) representative on the WRT; working through the GAC; using questionnaires; and/or holding special sessions in Singapore.  

(KK) suggested that should a special session of LE and WRT take place in Singapore, we might include Data Protection Commissioners, and create a panel of both LE and DP officials.

The WRT concluded the discussion by creating a new subteam composed of (SL), (PN) and (KK) to first review the questionnaire initially drafted on this subject, and work on paths forward. 

(SL) was tasked to suggest best ways of gathering opinions from experts and (DM) encouraged the Review Team to review content of the Forum on DNS Abuse, which was held in San Francisco. Please refer to the session details: http://svsf40.icann.org/node/22219.
3. ICANN Meeting in Singapore – 19-24 June 2011
The Review Team exchanged views on the Singapore meeting schedule and considered suggestions submitted by Review Team Members. We agreed on an initial meeting, of some length, on Sunday.  (SK)’s proposed that we also meet towards the end of the meeting, on Wednesday or Thursday, with a view toward reviewing interaction of the week, drawing conclusions and determining the next steps. This suggestion was welcomed by the Team and a time will be found to hold such a meeting.
(ET) and (KK) resolved to draft an agenda and to circulate it to the list for comments.
4. Meeting Notes – Conference Call 6 April – Adopted
5. Report Outline
The WHOIS RT thoroughly reviewed the current version of the report outline and agreed that a a third section should be added on applicable laws ; (KK) and (LG) offered to lead the drafting effort of this section. 
The RT furthermore requested that (KK) and (JB) add the policy content of their San Francisco presentations to the draft outline. A motion to adopt the document will be proposed during the next conference call, scheduled for 27 April.
On a different note:

· (DM) was tasked to compile the WHOIS Policy related provisions stipulated in Registries and Registrars contracts.

· The Implementation Subteam (IST) was invited to determine the resources needed to complete their assignment. The IST noted that some team members would be spending a day in Marina del Rey with the Compliance Team. 

6. Issues Paper by (PN)
The Review Team discussed the Issues paper drafted and circulated by (PN). A discussion took place about how best to use the paper. (KK) suggested that the public comment period is the traditional method of distributing materials for discussion and comment within the ICANN Community. The Team liked the questions and context presented in the paper and would like to move forward with these items.  

 (ET) encouraged Members to provide feedback on this topic/paper over the next few days online.
7. Request for Proposals

(LG) presented a proposal to the Review Team, which led to a rich discussion on the identity of targeted consumers, and what groups we might want to target.
Supporting Staff provided the WHOIS RT with an overview of the process to issue a Request for Proposals (budget request to be submitted to the Board etc.) and to hire an external party. Following the briefing, the Review Team decided that the tentative date for a potential contract to enter into force would be July 2011.

(LG), (BS), (KVA) and (SK) volunteered to work on a budget proposal; a conference call is foreseen.
8. Applicable Laws Discussion

(KK) was tasked to kick off the discussion on the email list.
