The WHOIS Review Team (RT) undertook the following:

1) Law Enforcement Representatives

To date, the GAC has submitted 5 entries to the Review Team for their consideration. It remains to be determined whether this input will be public or private. The RT requested that a summary be created; (PN) is to touch base with (SL) to identify an efficient format. Full responses will be enclosed in the appendix section. 

2) Summary of Public Comments

(ON) presented the current status of the public comment summary. Contributions received on the discussion paper are organized into thematic questions and classified by contributors. Twenty-six comments which received, a high number, which indicates that the Signapore sessions of the Team and the Community raised excellent awareness and interest in this round of discussion.  

While all Team members will review the public comments, a team composed of (SK), (KVA) and (MY) will take a deeper dive into the comments received, analyze Olof’s division and provide support to the chapter drafters of materials which might be relevant to their work. Anyone else who would like to join this group is welcome.
3) Update on Chapters

The Review Team reiterated its intention to set the stage in the draft section and to highlight perspectives, concerns as well as why WHOIS is important. (KK) pointed out that the excellent response of ccTLDs to our request for ccNSO guidance opens the possibility to a new section in the Final Report. 

Members responsible for sections reported progress made to date.

4) Consumer Trust

The Review Team noted that the GNSO was currently working on the Consumer Trust issues and reported that ICANN staff had made sure that there was no duplication of work. The two processes/studies will complement each other. 

(KK) is to introduce (LG) to Rosemary Sinclair.

5) Meeting with ICANN Compliance Staff

(SK) and (JB) provided the Review Team with an overview of the session held with the ICANN Compliance Staff in Marina del Rey on July 21. (SK), (JB) and (BS) are to draft a report that may be published as part of meeting notes. Overall, the meeting was a productive and informative one, and the Team is appreciative of the efforts of all who attended.
6) Update on Status of Data Protection Laws in Russia and Brazil

(MY) reported that a heavy discussion on privacy, identification of users and overall ability of search engines was currently ongoing in Russia. 

(OK) explained that Brazil was currently at a legal turning point as it attempts to decide whether civil law or penal law should apply to WHOIS matters.

(MY) and (OK) were requested to circulate an email update to the group.

7) Update on the Request for Proposals

To date, the Review Team has received one bid on the email list. (ON) notified the RT that he had received a phone call from a potentially interested company. (ON) is to reach out to them to inform that a submission past the deadline would be accepted. 

(LG), on the other hand, volunteered to email an acknowledgement and thank you note to the bidder while requesting client references.

8) Marina del Rey meeting

(ON) and (AJ) informed the Review Team of the latest developments. (ET) and (KK) will work with (ON) and (AJ) on additional requests and needs of the group. Should anyone want to come in a day early to better adjust to the time zone, they are urged to contact (ET) or (KK).
