The WHOIS Review Team (RT) undertook the following:
1) Preliminary report – Singapore Meeting
The Review Team resolved to adopt the preliminary report of the Singapore meeting: https://community.icann.org/display/whoisreview/Singapore+Meeting 
2) Recommendations
Members attending the call provided the Team with an overview of their recommendations and conclusions. The group analyzed the content of the recommendations submitted via the email list. The Review Team noted a high degree of converging and agreed that content ought to be classified. 
The Review Team first attempted to organize these recommendations into two buckets - issues on which people are agreeing; contentious issues – but soon realized that these categories were too restrictive. Additional categories such a privacy proxy access to information or data accuracy and implementation were therefore created. (KK), (ET) and (ON) volunteered to create a document that would list the different issues and thus help identify potential overlaps.
