2) References

(SL) and (SH) offered their assistance in following up on the bidder’s references. They will coordinate with (LG) to move forward.

3) Chapters

The Review Team reviewed the chapters submitted by Members:

· Scope & Methodology
The Team decided that the names of Review Team Members should be included in the body of text. References should be made to governance material (Statement of Interest, rules of engagement etc) in order to acknowledge that work was conducted in that field. Hyperlinks should also be provided.
· Stakeholders – Applicable Laws – Law Enforcement

(SL) stressed that feedback of subteams was of the utmost importance. (ET) encouraged members to interact with (SL) on this and to provide comments.

· Identification & Inventory of ICANN Implementation

Emily stressed the importance of communication and policy effectiveness. (ET) suggested a deep dive into ICANN compliance pages and called for (MY)’s helpful input.

4) Public Comments

(ON) provided the Review Team with an update on the status of the public comment summary. The Review Team agreed that a thank-you note should be added to the summary cover.
5) Update on Law Enforcement

(SL) informed the Review Team that contact had been made with Interpol to work hand in hand.
