ICANN Launches Pandemic Internet Access Reimbursement Program Pilot

To facilitate participation during the remote Public Meeting, the pilot program offers
community members who have limited Internet capacity financial assistance to increase their
Internet bandwidth during ICANN69. Reimbursement amounts of up to USD 60 will be
provided to eligible applicants who purchase additional Internet bandwidth (capacity or data
limits) for the duration of the month or billing cycle for October 2020. The services must be
rendered by a business entity or Internet service provider, specifically for Internet or cellular
data service. The provider must also provide digital or paper documentation of the upgrade
costs.

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6. Webinars for NPOC members
e NPOC Webinar series outline:

The webinar series introduces DNS Operational Concerns. The series is aimed at NPOC
members and not-for-profit organizations interested in gaining a better understanding of the
DNS and how to responsibly and securely manage domain names. Topics will include how the
DNS is managed and organized, the steps organizations and individuals should take to manage
and protect their domain names, and how and why they can participate in ICANN policy
processes. The webinars are targeted at newcomers, and will also serve as a refresher for
experienced NPOC members so they will be able to give the same presentations to new and
prospective members and interested NPO organizations. Once the series is complete, ICANN
staff will help the NPOC leadership create slide presentations and accompanying materials
for future NPOC outreach and engagement.

Part 1. Introduction to domain names and the DNS

(1) Why domain names, value, brand, Internet presence.

(2) Explanation of how the DNS works.

(3) Introduction to registries and registrars, what they do from name registration to DNS
resolution.

(4) Explanation of contracted parties, introduction to "consensus policies" and contracts.

(5) ICANN multistakeholder model and NPOC's place and role.

Part 2. TLD lifecycle (registrant basics)

(1) Registrant Rights and Responsibilities: Many domain name holders do not even realize
that they are defined as ‘registrants’ per ICANN’s contractual terminology, and are often
confused about what domain names are, what ICANN’s role is, and what are the policies that
individuals must follow when they either register or manage a domain name.

2)Registering a domain name: how to register domain names and services to consider,
information you must provide (keeping contact information up-to-date), registrant rights and
responsibilities and why these are important.

(3) Maintaining/managing and renewing domain names (deletes issues, grace periods),
domain name transfers.

Part 3. Protection domain names and DNS policy and policy development

(1) Protecting and securing a domain name (passwords, authentication, lock).

(2) UDRP/URS.

(3) Review of relevant consensus and other policies that impact registrants (WDRP, Transfer
Policy, ERRP, etc.).
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Part 4. DNS security (more detail on some issues introduced in earlier sessions)

(1) Good domain name security management, projects and campaigns, HTTPS.

(2) Introduction to DNSSEC, what it protects against and how.

(3) DNSSEC implementation, NPOC promotion of DNSSEC implementation to NGOs.
(4) DoH (DNS-over-HTTPS) and DoT (DNS-over-TLS).
